The Rules and Conditions under which the scholarships are awarded and the program administered shall be:
1) Those eligible to apply for the scholarship shall be high school seniors who currently volunteer in their community.

2) Scholarship winners will have one (1) year to utilize their scholarship funds from the date of graduation from high
school.

3) The Romeoville Youth Outreach Commission Scholarship is for undergraduate study at an accredited U.S. college,
university or trade school.

4) The scholarship funds may only be used to defray necessary costs of the student’s education (i.e., tuition, room and
board, books and supplies, fees and equipment required by the student’s particular course of study or school).

5) Scholarship winner will receive a certificate naming the amount of the scholarship. Once the school is determined,
the student must request their scholarship check. The scholarship check will be a two-party check made payable to the
student and school.

6) Unused scholarship monies will be returned to the scholarship fund after one year.
